• Paid parking is available at two public access car parks adjacent to the PA Hospital.  Limited street 

parking is also available. 

 
Other Information 

• Visits may include up to two adults and two children per visit. 

• Prior approval from the General Manager for children is required. 

• Only visitors booked prior to the visit will be permitted to attend the visits sessions. 

• The PAHSU is a Corrective Services Facility and as such, visitors are subject to the same visit rules  and 
regulations.
