Changes to sexual violence laws in
Queensland




Recent changes to sexual violence laws
commenced on 23 September 2024, which
include moving Queensland to recognising the
affirmative model of consent.

The new laws will change the way sexual
offences are defended and prosecuted, and
better reflect community expectations of equality
and mutual respect in sexual relationships.
