Grounds for making the order
CSA 2006 s 60(3) - It is reasonably believed that—

ii) *there is a high risk of the prisoner killing or seriously injuring other prisoners or other persons with whom the prisoner may come into contact;

iii) *generally, the prisoner is a substantial threat to the security or good order of the corrective services facility.

CSA 2006 s 62(1) - A maximum security order for a prisoner must include, if it is practicable, directions about the extent to which – 
a) the prisoner is to be separated from other prisoners; and
b) the prisoner is to receive privileges.#
CSA 2006 s 62(3) - The maximum security order may include directions about the prisoner’s access to programs and services, including training and counselling.+
