Applications for the 2023–24 Targeted 
Responses to Youth Crime grants open 
on 21 November 2023, with up to $2.5 
million in funds available for 
communities across Queensland. 

Local communities, businesses and 
organisations will be able to apply for grants 
of up to $300,000 to support the trial of 
new ideas and projects that support young 
people who are or could become offenders, 
to change their behaviours and break the 
cycle of youth crime. 

The grants aim to address the unique issues 
being experienced by local communities 
and prospective applicants are encouraged 
to consult with their community and engage 
local stakeholders to consider proposals.
